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     I wanted to write about the experiences I felt at 
church during Holy Week, but as I began thinking 
about it and asking my peers for their input, we found 
ourselves continually going back to the many land-
mark experiences that we had since the beginning of 
our active Mission. 
     We then began questioning this continuing feeling 
of fascination we had with our church.  And as simply 
as that, it dawned on us; Sacred Heart Knanaya 
Church is our own Church.  “All of [us] together are 
one body of Christ, and each one of [us] is a separate 
and necessary part of it” (1 Corinthians: 12:27). 
     Every Sunday we are given the opportunity to be 
with our cousins and other Knanaya friends 
learning the what, why, who, and hows of 
our faith.  Even better, we are keeping up 
with tradition through our ancient Indian 
Syro-Malabar Rite which is efficiently car-
ried out by the hard work of our Spiritual 
Director, Father Mutholath. 
     Knanaya means zealous for God.  That 
zeal describes our ancestors coming to In-
dia in 345 A.D. and reviving the Indian 
church on the Malabar Coast.  With great 
esteem, I’m happy to say it is with that 
same zeal, or passion, our people carry out 
in their deeds every Sunday at Maywood. 
     One of our youth mentors, Asha Makkora, from 
the December 2006 retreat, had once told me that: 
“Everything that is good, beautiful, and true, is the 
Lord.”  She began repeating it softly over the phone 
and I couldn’t help but think about the stewardship at 
our church. 
     Our people along with the many volunteers 
that make the Maywood experience a memorable 
one manifest this content. Previous articles have 
stressed this great, positive, and encompassing 
feeling everyone experiences while attending 
church at Maywood.  In fact, this essence of con-
tent I mentioned literally fills our bodies and 
souls.  It even goes as far as placing a yearning 
inside of us to come back the next Sunday. 
     I can only describe it as an experience at the per-
sonal level one can obtain while maintaining an open 
heart.  Honestly, it is through that initial experience, 
when I opened up my heart, that I continually find my-
self actually looking forward to coming to church. 
     During Holy Thursday mass, my cousin Veena 
and I, both sat next to each other.  To have our own 
Church to celebrate the Last Supper and experience 
God’s humility of service, carried out in the washing 

of the feet ceremony, was very captivating.  The vibe 
during the service and after was a pleasant one, as it 
always is at Maywood. 
     Afterward the eldest of the parishioners cut the 
bread and it felt like one big family get together.  As 
we were leaving, I remember some of the parish-
ioners commenting that they don’t feel like leav-
ing and saying that they should just all sleepover.  
I wasn’t at all surprised by these comments be-
cause I knew there was slight truth in it, and 
that’s a beautiful thing.  Our church has the ability 
to unite our community into a cooperative broth-
erhood, all under God. 

     Good Friday followed with the same 
positive vibe and energy.  What was sur-
prising is that although it felt like 20 de-
grees outside, not to forget FREEZING, our 
people’s faith persevered and walked out 
the Stations of the Cross as Jesus had 
done 21 centuries before. 
     Our church had a Replica of Jesus that 
was placed in a coffin after the Stations of 
the Cross.  I will admit that it was very dis-
turbing, but that was part of the point.  Je-
sus was crucified as he sacrificed his life 
for our sins.  Year after year the message 
of the Messiah gets distilled from its origi-

nal meaning, especially living in today’s world, but 
Maywood church is doing a good job in presenting 
the teachings of our faith in new and effective ways, 
as seen through the Replica. 
     Easter mass was good.  It was short and to the 
point, yet it did not lack the ingredients to get its mes-
sage out.  Again the positive vibe was felt at the 
church after mass as we greeted old and new faces 
alike.  An announcement was made after the service 
about a death in our community and our heartfelt 
prayers are with the family. 
     The Men’s and Women’s Ministries had both vol-
unteered and made that evenings food. This active 
and willing volunteerism, or stewardship, is a com-
mon occurrence at our church yet it is noted to being 
one of the hardest of Jesus’ teachings to follow. 
     We have definitely set up a foundation for con-
tinued stewardship as the various ministries have 
been established.  With these ministries and with 
the guidance of the Church, our Knanaya commu-
nity in America can finally focus, at the family 
level, on the path that really matters in life, the 
path that leads us back to our creator.
