When | began the D.A.R.E. program
(which stands for Drug Abuse Resistance
Education) this past school year, | realized
that kids under 18 and 21, the legal ages to
use cigarettes and drink, were destroying
their body in so many ways. If adults could
set a good example, it could make a big dif-
ference in the child’s future. | stand here
today as a graduate of the D.A.R.E. program, and |
know that there are ways addicts can resist their
temptations.

One way to do this is by talking to your family. It is
indisputable that everyone has some form of a family.
It may be your blood relatives, fellow parishioners,
peers, or your friends.

help. Talk to these people and | assure you
they will want to help you. If someone loves
you, they would not want to see you get hurt,
especially when there are so many better
ways that you could spend your time.

One way that you could spend your time
is going to a rehabilitation center. If this
seems extreme, chew some gum that con-
tains the nicotine your body craves from
cause

lung cancer and many other diseases so ask
your doctor or someone else what you can do to stop.
| am not sure if all of you know this: There are over
200 poisons in cigarettes. These include rat poison-
ing, laundry detergent and a lot more. How could any-
one want to put this in the body that the Lord created
for them? Every year, 400,000 Americans die from
cigarette smoking, you do not want to be one of those
people.

Some people do not smoke cigarettes, but they do
drink alcohol. This still harms your body. Alcohol
causes people to act in ways that they wouldn’t imag-
ine acting without the alcohol in their system. Driving
with and without alcohol have significant differences.
If there is a serious addiction, it can cause liver fail-
ure. Brain damage is also a consequence. Both ciga-
rettes and alcohol are bad for your body, so why
smoke or drink it?

No matter what age the person, there is always
peer pressure. The officer who taught me D.A.R.E.
told me that everyone has peer pressure sometime in
their life. It may be positive or negative. When faced
with negative peer pressure, Define, Assess, Re-
spond, and Evaluate or just DARE.

It doesn’t matter who the people/person is, do not
be vulnerable and listen to them because you can do
much better things with your life. Know the conse-
quences of your choice. Do some research to expand
your knowledge on this subject. If you have not yet,
resist the peer pressure that you are faced with, so
there aren’t more problems in the future. Find out
what you can do and remember to be an example for
your young loved ones. Above all, have faith in the
Lord and know he is there for you along with your
family with any support that you may need. Take this
step for the ones you love.
