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     As we are celebrating the first anniversary of 
the inauguration of the first Knanaya Catholic 
Parish outside Kerala, it is only appropriate to 
take a look at our humble beginnings. 
 

     Jesus Christ, Mahatma Gandhi, Mother 
Theresa, Abraham Lincoln and many others all 
have one thing in common. When you thump 
through the pages of history books or biogra-
phies, the image that sticks in your mind about 
these great men and women from all walks of 
life is that of their humble beginning, thus 
gaining our admiration. 
 

     We admire them for what they did for hu-
manity and not for what they didn’t do or could 
have done. They had the vision and determination to make 
changes in people’s lives through their actions. The true 
essence of any religion’s teaching. 
 

     Early Knanaya immigrants can tell you many stories of 
their humble beginnings in this greatest country on God’s 
green earth. Before the mass influx in the 90’s, the pio-
neers of our community can tell you about the countless 
hours they had spent looking for the cheapest apartment to 
live in, the cheapest car, etc. because that’s all they could 
afford. From that humble beginning, they built their little 
empires and moved on to bigger and better mansions.   
 

     On numerous occasions I have heard a phrase re-
peated especially by our men. I would imagine that in an 
effort to teach their children humbleness, they would say in 
a proud and firm voice, “When I came to this country, I only 
had $11 in my pocket” or a version there of. A vast majority 
of us who migrated to this country can say with pride that 
we did not come with a silver spoon in our mouth, rather 
$11 or less in our pockets. That is the story of our personal 
humble beginning; now let’s talk about our parish’s. 
 

     Based on our current socio-economic standards, 
one can easily argue that Maywood may not be the 
ideal place for our community. However, since we 
proudly claim to be Christians, shouldn’t our mission 
be to spread Jesus’ teachings of tolerance, humble-
ness, and simplicity and try to influence others’ lives 
in a positive manner? What better place for that mis-
sion to take place than Maywood? The simple fact of 
the matter is that this is the best we could afford at the 
time. Let’s do the most with what we have.  
 

     I can tell you with confidence that our presence in May-
wood, albeit short, already had profound impact in the local 
community. Let me illustrate my point with an example. 
 

     One of our neighbors, most likely recognizing our grow-
ing need and also seeing an opportunity to better himself, 
offered to sell his property with a house for $200,000. Al-
though we have no need for any more houses, we certainly 
could use the land for additional parking. Well, the word 
must have gotten out somehow, before anybody could re-

act and initiate a negotiation process on behalf 
of the parish, some astute business person 
within our community recognized the golden 
opportunity (must be the Jewish side of our 
ancestry) called and offered $300,000 within a 
matter of hours. Low and behold, by 2 O’clock 
that afternoon, the asking price had shot up to 
a whopping $400,000 plus. (Of course, I am 
not oblivious to the possible motivation behind 
this.) Isn’t this a testimony of our influence in a 
community? What an impact our presence 
makes! Now, this is what I call economic reju-
venation. 
 

     From a personal standpoint, I consider 
myself fortunate and blessed to have such an opportu-
nity while my kids are at an impressionable young age. 
In the short time that we had our church, they have 
become so entrenched in the regular offerings of spiri-
tual, cultural, traditional and social values that only a 
church can provide. They consider this church their 
prized possession. It has come to the point that I can-
not even bribe them to go anywhere other than our 
Knanaya Church, even my 5 year old. The benefits we 
as a family have received are priceless. They are even 
more excited about the prospects of having regular 
English mass that they can better understand and par-
ticipate. 
 

     I can empathize with those who claim “fear” as the rea-
son for not coming to the Knanaya Church. After all, fear is 
purely subjective and an element of our perception. How-
ever, for this fear to be genuine, one would expect this 
phobia to be exhibited in different walks of their lives at 
least for a period of some time or until they overcome this 
fear. So quite naturally one would expect these folks to 
show the same restraint, 1) when their spouse or children 
go to work in an establishment that is in an “unsafe” 
neighborhood, or 2) they would have great reluctance and 
reservation to pay premium price to acquire a retail busi-
ness in the worst part of town or 3) spend countless hours 
partying at a nearby similar “unsafe” neighborhood church 
while their children are roaming around outside without any 
supervision in the dark of night. 
 

     In his first inaugural address in 1933, President Franklin 
D. Roosevelt said the following “… the only thing we have 
to fear is fear itself -- nameless, unreasoning, unjustified 
terror which paralyzes needed efforts to convert retreat into 
advance.” 
 

     So, I urge the entire Knanaya community to first of 
all think about and feel proud of our humble beginning 
and help build this into an empire that we can all be 
proud of. Our dream should be to be able to move into 
that bigger and better place in a “safer” neighborhood 
with pride as soon as we can.
