The Young Ladies in Faith Emerging Retreat
which took place January 6 at Maywood's Sacred
Heart Parish was an encouraging and supportive fo-
rum for the young women of the Knanaya Catholic
Community of Chicago.

ASH MONDAY /
WEDNESDAY OBSERVANCE

In the Roman Catholic
Church, Ash Monday in the
Eastern Churches or Ash
Wednesday in the Western
Church is the first day of Lent,
the season of preparation for
the resurrection of Jesus
Christ on Easter Sunday. (In Eastern Rite Catholic
churches, Lent begins two days earlier, on Clean
Monday.)

While Ash Monday / Wednesday is not a holy day
of obligation, all Roman Catholics are encouraged to
attend Mass on this day in order to mark the begin-
ning of the Lenten season.

The Distribution of Ashes:

During Mass, the ashes which give Ash Monday /
Wednesday its name are distributed. The ashes are
made by burning the blessed palms that were distrib-
uted the previous year on Palm Sunday; many
churches ask their parishioners to return any palms
that they took home so that they can be burned.

After the priest blesses the ashes and sprinkles
them with holy water, the faithful come forward to re-
ceive them. The priest dips his right thumb in the
ashes and, making the Sign of the Cross on each

person's forehead, says, "Remember, man, that thou
art dust, and to dust thou shalt return" (or a variation
on those words).

A Day of Repentance:

The distribution of ashes reminds us of our own
mortality and calls us to repentance. In the early
Church, Ash Wednesday was the day on which those
who had sinned, and who wished to be readmitted to
the Church, would begin their public penance. The
ashes that we receive are a reminder of our own sin-
fulness, and many Catholics leave them on their fore-
heads all day as a sign of humility.

WHAT ARE BEATITUDES?

What is Jesus offering us today? They are called the
“Beatitudes™—but what do they mean? There are no
easy answers. Some say they are unattainable ideals,
put before us as challenges. Others say they are only
for a spiritual elite: the saints. Others would “translate”
them into political slogans. One popular television per-
sonality called them the “Be Attitudes,” subtly presenting
them as optimistic, vaguely New-Age ideas.

Was Jesus a “wimp”? Is he asking us in the Beati-
tudes to be weak? Is this a program for so-called
“losers™? We must admit that our conceptions of “meek”

Most modern ideologies promise peace and justice
and happiness. Many also require violence against the
so-called “enemies” of justice and peace. They must
use force and violence, of course, only in order to
“make” people good.

Those are not the teachings of Jesus. This New Law
is promulgated on a peaceful hillside in Galilee, not on
the slopes of a pulsing volcano in the desert. How sur-
prisingly God works, calling the weak to be heroic, call-
ing us to acknowledge our shame in order to overcome
our willfulness and pride. He asks us not to tame the
universe, but to tame ourselves. History and our own
experience have shown this to be a much more difficult
task.
