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Reflections from Youth Retreat Participants

DEFINING MOMENTS

All of us, especially the children, have
either heard or talked about moments in
our lives that define us. These moments
not only make us who we are, but shape
who we will become. I, like many, was
able to experience such a moment very
recently and at a young age. So far, | have had a childhood
like many of my Knanaya peers in Chicago. We are
blessed with a rich culture and religiously active parents,
but I always felt like there was something missing...until
now.

I came to un-
derstand through testimonies and seminars that Jesus
Christ was and is truly present in the tabernacle during
every Holy Qurbana. I have to be honest, this topic is not
one that is easily understood. I’ve attended other retreats,
but I feel like I was always distracted with games and ac-
tivities that did get the message across, but not in a way
that my mind could understand it. I’'m the type of person
who needs to just sit down and listen, such as in a class-
room setting, in order to understand. I believe that Jesus
brought me to this differently set-up retreat for that reason.
He wanted to touch me. That is what struck me.

How could someone love you so much that they would
give up their /ife for you? I am sure I’ve heard the story of

#  Jesus bearing the cross hundreds of times, but it only struck
| me on that particular day, and now I know why. Jesus
s Christ was crying out to me my whole entire life, but it was
| only 14 years later that I sat down and listened.

Therefore, 1 ask all the youth to give your Father a
chance. When you ask Him for something, don’t just ask
because your parents told you to pray for it. Ask because to
have a genuine belief that He will make it happen, and trust
me, it will happen.

If you have not had your defining moment yet, brothers
and sisters, I ask you to just take away one thing from this
article; sacrifice a few days for Christ like I did at the re-
treat and your whole life will be set in front of you. Ask
Him what you should do before you do it, and soon, you
will find yourself in heaven with God Almighty. Every one
of us have heard of the amazing things that happen at these
retreats, so take a chance and attend one. Become a true
believer because once you accept God into your life, you
will never part with Him. Look back at what I have just
written and be amazed because I learned all this in just
three days; just imagine what you can do with your entire
life...
