We have been organizing Religious Education Festi-

val every year in Chicago since 2005. That means this
time it is the eighth festival.

The specialties of our festival are many. First of all,
we make sure all the students and almost all teachers
come up on the stage as performers. Since every year
the number of students are increasing, this policy is hard
to keep. Still we continue it every year. This year we
have 818 performers including 703 students and 115
youth teachers. They include pre-kindergarteners to
twelfth graders of Sacred Heart and St. Mary's Religious
Education Schools of Chicago. Hence this can be a
world record in the number of participants on stage for
one show.

Another specialty of our Religious Education Festi-
val is that it is theme based. Every year we select a
theme for the whole program. This year it is Evangeliza-
tion because the Syro-Malabar Church is observing this
year as mission year commemorating the 50th anniver-
sary of the establishment of the first Syro-Malabar Mis-
sion in Chanda, Maharstra in North India.

Every year we have the privilege to have our Bishop
Mar Jacob Angadiath as the chief guest. Most often he
attends the program in full and encourages us through
his message and participation in the grand finale. This
year the program will be 2 hour 45 minutes without any
break.

We start the program sharp at the announced time.
This year it is 6:00 P.M. This festival avoids formal
meeting and time consuming activities.

Most of us still remember some roles we played when
we were kids. Along with that, we assimilate some mes-

sage that shape our Christian personality.

Though we have Sacred Heart and St. Mary’s
churches in Chicago for one community, we consider
these two churches and two schools are for our geo-
graphical convenience. So our Religious Education Fes-
tival is an expression of our unity. Let us stay united and
bring up our coming generation as Jesus wants them to
be.

“my beloved Son”. Jesus discloses to his disciples
Youth Catechism of the Catholic Chu his unique relationship to his heavenly Father:

Q 73. Why is Jesus called “Christ”?

A 73. The brief formula “Jesus is the Christ” expresses
the core of the Christian faith: Jesus, the simple car-
penter’s son from Nazareth, is the long-awaited Mes-
siah and Savior.

Both the Greek word “Christos” and the Hebrew word
“Messiah” mean “the Anointed One”. In Israel kings,
priests, and prophets were anointed. The — APOSTLES
learned that Jesus was anointed “with the Holy Spirit”.
We are called Christians after Christ, as an expression of
our exalted vocation.

Q 74. What does it mean to say that Jesus is “the only-
begotten Son of God”?

A 74. When Jesus calls himself “God’s only-begotten
Son” and Peter and others bear witness to this, the ex-
pression means that of all men only Jesus is more than
a man.

In many passages of the - NEW TESTAMENT Je-
sus is called “Son”. At this baptism and his

“All things have been delivered to me by my Fa-
ther; and no one knows the Son except the Father,
and no one knows the Father except the Son and

any one to whom the Son chooses to reveal him”.

Q 75. Why do Christians address Jesus as
“Lord”?

A 75. “You call me Teacher and Lord; and you
are right, for so I am.”

The early Christians spoke as a matter of course
about Jesus as “Lord”, knowing that in the
—OLD TESTAMENT this title was reserved as a
form of addressing God. Through many signs Je-
sus had shown them that he had divine power over
nature, demons, sin and death. The divine origin
of Jesus’ mission was revealed in his Resurrection
from the dead. Thomas confessed, “My Lord and
my God!” For us this means that since Jesus is
the “Lord”, a Christian may not bend his knee to
any other power.

Q 76. Why did God become man in Jesus?

A 76. “For us men and for our salvation he
came down from heaven.”

In Jesus Christ, God reconciled the world to him-
self and redeemed mankind from the imprisonment
of sin. “God so loved the world that he gave his
only-begotten Son”. In Jesus, God took on our
mortal human flesh, shared our earthly lot, our
sufferings, and our death, and became one like us
in all things but sin.
