Circular No. 2/2012
Religious Freedom under Attack in USA
“Glory to God in the highest”

Dear and loving priests, men and women religious and
beloved people of God living in USA and Canada,

United States of America is known as a land of freedom
and opportunities. This is the reason why millions of peo-
ple from all around the globe are coming to USA and get
settled. There are various dimensions to the concept of
freedom: Political, religious, economic and social are the
major dimensions. Freedom demands respect and recogni-
tion from others. As we sing in our National Anthem, we
have to maintain our country as “Land of the free and
home of the brave”.

The mandate given by the Department of Health and
Human Services (HHS) violates the freedom guaranteed
by the First Amendment, “Congress shall make no law
respecting an establishment of religion or prohibiting the
free exercise thereof”. This is the basis for our pluralistic
society, in which people of different faiths or no faith can
live and work. This is the HHS requirement that nearly all
employers must provide free coverage of contraceptives
and sterilization to their employees through health insur-
ance plans. We are asked to do something which our con-
science will not allow us to practice. Then it is a fight to
defend our religious conscience, our religious freedom.
